Time Line for Tookers/Tuckers on 

Staten Island NY
1706 Census – No Tuckers or Tookers enumerated on Staten Island.

1763 – Phebe Tucker (daughter of?) born; later married Philip Van Buskirk and lives in New Springville, Staten Island NY

1774 – John Tooker, of Elizabeth Town NJ and brother of Jacob Tooker, marries Sarah Swaim [daughter of?] of Staten Island.

c1777 – Elizabeth Tooker, sister of Jacob Tooker, marries an unidentified Cruser [of Staten Island?  Is this Cornelius, son of Cornelius Cruser Jr. and Belitje De groot?]; a daughter Mary is born to this couple.  Where did this marriage take place and where was the child baptized?

December 24 1780 – Job Hatfield, brother of Margery Hatfield Tooker; Job Hatfield, living on Staten Island, marries Jane Smith “van de zelfde plaats” at New York Dutch Reformed Church.

1776-1783 – Jacob Tooker, of Elizabeth Town NJ, with British Army.  Joined under Lord Cornwallis and stayed when Cornwallis left Elizabeth Town.  Refused to join militia and was held prisoner by the Americans.  Escaped to Staten Island.  Acted as guide to Corps of Refugees. 

July 2 1783 – Deborah Tooker, daughter of Jacob Tooker and Margery Hatfield, marries Denys Van Tuyl of Staten Island, in the New York Dutch Reformed Church.

October 31 1783 – Jacob Tooker and family, including (at least) son Joseph Tooker, daughter Deborah Tooker Van Tuyl, and son-in-law Denys Van Tuyl, leave New York with Loyalists bound for Nova Scotia on schooner Cherry Bounce. Arrive Shelburne November 7 1783.  Relocated to Tusket May 11 1784.
March 21 1784 – Mary Tooker, daughter of Jacob Tooker and Margery Hatfield, is married to John Cruser of Staten Island, son of Cornelius Cruser Jr and Belitje De Groot; New Providence Presbyterian Church in New Jersey. 

1790 Census of Staten Island - I take the household of Cornelius Cruser, Jr. to include John Cruser and Mary Tooker and their first three children: Cornelius Hatfield, Deborah Van Tuyl, and Elizabeth.  (No other Cruser but John fits the age and family composition.)

6 non family members (Slave Bette and her five children)

November 9 1791 – John Cruser and Mary Tooker baptize daughter Helena Cruser at Port Richmond Dutch Reformed Church, Staten Island NY

April 1 1792 – John Cruser and Mary Tooker baptize son Jacob Tucker Cruser, PRDRC.

October 27 1793 – John Cruser and Mary Tooker baptize son John Cruser, Jr, PRDRC.

February 22 1797 – John Cruser and Mary Tooker baptize son Joseph Tucker Cruser, PRDRC.

October 13 1799 – John Cruser and Mary Tooker baptize daughter Sarah Maria Cruser, PRDRC. (Mary’s sisters Deborah (Tooker) Van Tuyl Smith and Sarah (Tooker) Utley also baptize daughters at PRDRC this day.)

March 16 1801 – John Cruser and Mary Tooker baptize son Abraham Henry, PRDRC.

March 15 1803 – Deborah Van Tuyl Cruser, daughter of John Cruser and Mary Tooker, marries first Abraham Van Duzer, PRDRC.

August 8 1803 – John Cruser and Mary Tooker baptize  daughter Margery Cruser, PRDRC.

November 6 1805 – Will of Sarah Latourette of Richmond County, widow – bequest “to Sarah, wife of Abner Tucker” – probated February 9 1806, New Brunswick, Middlesex County NJ

February 10 1806 – Cornelius Hatfield Cruser, son of John Cruser and Mary Tooker is baptized as an adult, PRDRC.  (Cornelius Hatfield is about 20 years old in 1806 and is the eldest son. Either he was not baptized as a child or was baptized in another sect and is now being rebaptized.)

July 1 1807 – Cornelius Cruser, Jr., father of John Cruser, writes his will and leaves one sixth of his estate upon the death of their father to his grandchildren:  Cornelius “eldest son of John Cruser”; Jacob Tucker; John Jr.; Gozen Ryerss; Joseph Tucker; Morris Hatfield; Elizabeth, wife of John Bodine Jr; Deborah Van Tuyl, wife of Abraham Van Duzer Jr; Helena; Sarah Maria. (Abraham Henry and Margery are not mentioned.)

October 10 1812 – Helena Cruser, daughter of John Cruser and Mary Tooker, marries Jacob Housman (son of Abraham Housman), Moravian.

Bef. June 23 1815 – Cornelius Hatfield Cruser, son of John Cruser and Mary Tooker, marries Susan Crocheron (daughter of Daniel Crocheron and Sarah Laforge).

September 7 1820 – John Cruser Jr, son of John Cruser and Mary Tooker, dies.

December 12 1820 – Abraham Tucker, [son of who?], a revolutionary soldier from Essex County NJ who had applied for a pension in 1818, has lost his wife [who?] and is living on Staten Island with one of his children.
Bef. February 27 1821 – Deborah Van Tuyl (Cruser) Van Duzer, daughter of John Cruser and Mary Tooker, marries second William Paine.

March 22 1821 – Daniel Van Buskirk, (son of Philip Van Buskirk and Phebe Tucker [daughter of?]), marries Hannah Cannon, (daughter of Andrew Cannon and Polly Wright) at Moravian Church in New Dorp.

August 18 1822 – Abraham Tucker [son of?] dies; buried Moravian Cemetery.

March 30 1823 – Jacob Tucker Cruser, son of John Cruser and Mary Tooker, dies.

June 8 1823 – Sarah Maria Cruser, daughter of John Cruser and Mary Tooker, marries Stephen Mersereau, PRDRC.

November 1 1825 – John N. Tooker, [son of?] single, marries Maria Jacobsen, daughter of John VD Jacobsen, Esqr, and Hilletje, his wife.  Md at house of Mr. Jacobsen in presence of a large number of friends.

July 27 1826 – John M. Tooker [son of?] witness at marriage of James McLaughlin to Caroline Jaques, Moravian.

October 15 1826 – John Tooker and Maria his wife baptize daughter Julia Eliza Tooker, Moravian (baptized at house of gr-father John VD Jacobsen). 

November 28 1826 – Gozen Ryerss Cruser, son of John Cruser and Mary Tooker, dies.

January 27 1827 – John N. Tooker, [son of?], merchant of Northfield, buys from Elizabeth Mersereau (niece of Mary Tooker Cruser) and her husband Abraham Crocheron, 8-1/2 acres in Northfield and three dwelling houses, a store house, outbuildings and improvements, formerly the residence of Henry Crocheron, Esq.
February 1829 – Helena Cruser Housman, daughter of John Cruser and Mary Tooker, dies; buried Port Richmond Dutch Churchyard.

July 13 1829 – John N. Tooker [son of?] and his wife Maria Jacobsen baptize daughter Ann Matilda Tooker, Moravian.

August 31 1829 – John Cruser, husband of Mary Tooker dies.  John is almost certainly buried in the Cruser Family Burying Ground on his farm, although there are no known records of the burials there.  (The burying ground was established by Hendrick Cruser after 1714 and was used until approximately 1850; it is since obliterated.)

1830 Census – George Tucker [son of?] Castleton page 044; Mary Tooker Cruser Castleton page 043; Cornelius Hatfield Cruser, son of John Cruser and Mary Tooker, Castleton page 040.

March 31 1830 – Morris Hatfield Cruser, son of John Cruser and Mary Tooker, files application for partition of Cruser property (Estate of Cornelius Cruser Jr, died 1807), naming Mary (Tooker) Cruser, Joseph Tucker Cruser, Cornelius Hatfield Cruser, Sarah Maria (Cruser) Mersereau, Elizabeth (Cruser) Bodine, and heirs at law of Deborah Van Tuyl (Cruser) Van Duzer Paine and Helena (Cruser) Housman.  Additional participants are 20 individuals 18 of whom are named Burger or Mullany, and David Rogers, and Anthony V. Winans; all apparent heirs of a child of John Cruser and Mary Tooker.

Bef. March 31 1830 – Deceased children of John Cruser and Mary Tooker: John Cruser Jr., Gozen Ryerss Cruser, Jacob Tucker Cruser, Helena (Cruser) Housman, Deborah Van Tuyl (Cruser) Van Duzer Paine, Margery Cruser (probably), Abraham Henry Cruser (probably).

Bef. June 6 1830 – Cornelius Hatfield Cruser, son of John Cruser and Mary Tooker, dies (believed in Virginia).

April 3 1831 – Joseph Tucker Cruser, son of John Cruser and Mary Tooker, marries Ann Seawood (daughter of Peter Seawood and Phebe Miller), PRDRC.

August 13 1837 – William Tucker, 20y, [son of?] dies; buried Seamen’s Retreat Ground; born Rhode Island.

1840 Census – Ebenezer Tucker, Castleton page 294; John Tooker, Castleton page 292; Mary Tooker Cruser, Castleton, page 300 (with son Morris Hatfield Cruser); Joseph Tucker Cruser, Castleton page 300.

1845 – Phebe Tucker Van Buskirk [daughter of?] dies, New Springville, Staten Island NY

Aft. March 24 1845 – Mary Tooker Cruser, dies.

July 30 1850 – George Tucker, [son of?] dies; buried Moravian Cemetery.

December 11 1859 – John Tucker, [son of?] constituent member of South Baptist Church, Tottenville (Town of Westfield).

May 1 1861 – James Tucker, [son of?] 39y, dies; buried Seamen’s Retreat Grounds; born Pennsylvania.

January 20 1863 – Captain William Tucker, [son of?] 37y, dies; buried Seamen’s Retreat Ground; born Maine.

September 30 1871 – Joseph Tucker Cruser, son of John Cruser and Mary Tooker, dies; buried Fountain Cemetery.

1874 Beers Atlas – Edward Tucker [son of?] owns 31 acres of land previously owned by John Cruser and Mary Tooker (1807-1832)

April 5 1891 – Peter Van Buskirk, son of Phebe Tucker and Philip Van Buskirk, dies in New Springville, Staten Island NY
April 12 1891 – Cornelius Van Buskirk, son of Phebe Tucker and Philip Van Buskirk, dies in New Springville, Staten Island NY

April 22 1892 – David Van Buskirk, son of Phebe Tucker and Philip Van Buskirk, dies in New Springville, Staten Island NY

May 3 1892 – Susan Ann Van Buskirk Price, daughter of Phebe Tucker and Philip Van Buskirk, dies in New Springville, Staten Island NY
March 31 1903 – Earl Tooker, [son of?] 3y15m, dies; buried Lake Cemetery.

January 16 1916 – Elizabeth H. Tucker, [daughter or wife of?] 64y, dies; buried Fountain Cemetery, Van Street Burying Ground.

September 6 1916 – Daniel Tucker, [son of?] infant, dies; buried Fountain Cemetery, Van Street Burying Ground.

September 16 1916 – John Tucker, [son of?] infant, dies; buried Fountain Cemetery, Van Street Burying Ground.
